Nehemiah 9v13 and the Holy Bible

“Thou camest down also upon mount Sinai, and spakest with them from
heaven, and gavest them right judgements, and true laws, good statutes and
commandments;”

Just like God gave His word to the Jews in the Old Testament, He’s also preserved it
for us in the Church age in the King James Bible.

This verse is Nehemiah says that His word is “right,” “true,” and “good.”

Psalm 19 says that God’s word is “perfect,” “sure,” “right,” “pure,” “true,” and
“righteous.”

Psalm 119 talks about it being, among many other things, “righteous,” delightful,
“settled,” “exceeding broad,” “sweet,” respectable, “right,” “upright,” “pure,”
“very faithful,” true, quickening, awful, lovely, and helpful.

One way to get your mind and heart ready to meet with the Lord is to read through
Psalm 119 and make note of all the attributes of God’s word as well as the things
that it’s compared to. If you really believe what you're reading, then soon your heart

will be standing “in awe of thy word.”
